Abstract 
The main objective of this dissertation was to find out if there are any multicultural practices at the kindergartens of the public pre-school network of a council of the district of Évora.  
It is organized in three parts, the first corresponding to the theoretical framework, the second to the empirical study and the third to the conclusions and recommendations. 
In the first part a literature review of the most relevant literature on this subject was made, citing different authors and standing out the importance of  multicultural practices in preschool education, the importance of the curricula and the urgency of their flexibility and management, having in mind the existence of the growing number of culturally and ethnically different children in kindergartens. The relationship between the paradigm of the Cultural School and these practices and with the articulation to the rural environment was also established.
In the empirical study we carried out twenty and two interviews; ten to educators of infancy, five to culturally and ethnically different families and seven to professional auxiliaries of education.  Those interviews were content analyzed and the results obtained were discussed.  
From the Study performed it seems we can conclude that multicultural practices are not part of the pedagogical practices of the professional educators interviewed. Both the assimilationist and integrationist practices still seem to be the most frequent. 
As far as the recommendations are concerned we wondered about the education and training of the professionals, and consider important that subjects on multiculturalism should be considered in the initial and continuous professional formation of the educators/teachers, for these pedagogical step can give them the necessary skills to answer to the increasing number of culturally and ethnic different children in this level of education.
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
